Three Year EdTPA Performance
Data Analysis: The total pass rate of edTPA in 2022-23 academic year is 90% highest among the past 3 years. Seven subject edTPA tests reached 100% pass rate. Three subject areas performed lower than Ohio pass rate. The three subject areas lower than Ohio are Secondary ELA, Secondary Math, and Visual Arts. The performance with state comparison is presented in Table 1.
Three-year trend data by both mean score and specific task scores are presented in Table 2. The trend data also demonstrate steady improvement by increased passage rate.  Task level analysis indicates assessment has been the lowest domain across three years. The EPP shared the data with faculty and the faculty realized the performance gap and are in the process of modifying the instructional modules to enhance candidates’ knowledge and skills to be prepared for effective planning, instruction, and assessment. The EPP expects an improvement of EDTPA performance next year for mean score, and assessment task score.
